WHEREAS, we recognize Asian Americans and Pacific Islanders
whose love of family and community have helped to sustain our city,
particularly through the commitment of the Micronesian Islander
Community (MIC) and Paradise of Samoa; and

WHEREAS, the City is grateful to the members of the Mayor’s
International Council who highlight the heritage of the Asian American and
Pacific Islander communities; and

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Chuck Bennett, Mayor of the City of Salem,
do hereby proclaim May 2020, as

ASIAN/PACIFIC AMERICAN HERITAGE MONTH

and ask that residents of Salem join me in this special tribute to
celebrate the contributions of Asian Americans and Pacific Islanders.
