WHEREAS, we recognize the sixty-fourth anniversary of
Constitution Week, as issued by President Dwight D. Eisenhower on

August 19, 1955, and signed into Public Law 915 on August 2, 1956;

WHEREAS, it is fitting and proper to accord official recognition to
this magnificent document, and to the patriotic celebrations
commemorating the occasion; and

WHEREAS, the City of Salem Chemeketa Chapter of Daughters of
the American Revolution officially acknowledges this historical occasion,
